The training showcased the planning and implementation tools of  the 
regional development  budget support  program, the problems prevailing at present and the means  to settle them.  

 
The training participants examined   the draft version of   the European 
Neighborhood financial assistance. The special emphasis was given to the 
priorities and means of the forthcoming External Financing Instrument 
of the  European Union for 2014-2020.

Ultimately, the participants agreed to prepare the document analysing 
problematic issues (transparency, civic engagement, partnership 
principle, reporting etc.) in detail and forward to  the European 
Parliament’s Foreign Affair Committee.
